[Note: There is a policy in place of not allowing any two divers to dominate this award more than twice
within a 5-year age group, the award being passed to the next high point diver who has not previously or
recently won the award. There was no need to implement this policy for 2009.]
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[Note: The previous formula for these awards was: 1 point for each event (1M, 3M, TWR and GM); the
diver’s dive average; a handicap factor of 1/5 the diver’s age; points for 1-6™ place—10, 8, 6, 4, 2, and 1,
plus 1 point for each person beaten within that event. Add the totals for indoors and outdoors and you get
the winners, down to 3" place. Starting in 2009 this formula will be modified by awarding bonus points for

records set, 10 points for a world record and 5 points for an American record.]
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
