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Day 1
Thunderstorms forecast to be passing through today, 60 degrees; ended up with little rain but LOTS of wind, very challenging to all…Two divers suffered shoulder dislocations;  Richard Card the day before and Susan Burroughs in the 1st days’ morning warm-up, but both returned to the pool by the afternoon as an honored spectators. The divers made the best of it, all in good spirits, taking their time after the whistle blew, waiting for the right moment to toss their bodies into the unstable abyss…Brett Parker balked first, turning around on his bounce, launching himself back towards the fulcrum with self assured precision. The referee was having nothing of it, and declared the balk regardless. The following divers appealed for more discretion, and it was appropriately granted. 
Great performances were turned in by Caroline Vaughn, Jennifer Mangum, Eric Bomberger, Roy Botsko, Mary Bennett, and Bob Sherman. New divers Channing Kimball, Virgil Taylor, Boone Smith, Chris Lightsee,  Jay Littman and Christine Giant wowed the crowd with some impressive dives. Virgil did a 5136 on 1 meter that looked strong enough to be a lead-up for 5156 on 3 meter! Foreign competitors Ibone Belausteguigoitia from Mexico and Peter Jewell from Great Britian added some international appeal to the event.
Anatolio Ubalde was granted an early exit from the meet, allowed to complete all his events on this day, so that he may take part in the creation (by artificial insemination) of his first child. Fellow divers volunteered to him friendly warnings regarding difficult dives and jokingly suggested certain magazines that may later aid in his participation! 
The evening banquet at the host hotel was wonderful, as the last events were awarded along with the 2005 All American Awards. Tom Hairabedian presented his revered Tommy Award, a clear Plexiglas block incased with a 3D lasered likeness of Tom as a diver in his younger days, that spins on an illuminated majestically engraved base. The award honors contributions to our sport. Prior winners included Richard Blough, Catherine Capelle, and Fred Fox. Just as I was sitting there applauding other award winners for the days events, I was dumbfounded to now hear my own name called as this years’ Tommy award winner! Content to be merely involved in street clothes rather than a Speedo while recovering from shoulder surgery, I have been humbled to tears at the recognition received. 
Day 2
 Great weather today, more like a summer meet – break out the sunscreen! Divemeets.com has made an impact here as being a simple program to score the meet. After a few glitches at the beginning of day 1, today’s events ran virtually glitch free. Divemeets will also be used in the upcoming Summer Nationals & World meets. Jennifer, Caroline, Mary, Eric, Roy, and Virgil won their respective events by comfortable 39+ point margins, while  Melanie Melone and meet Director Joan Chalkley won theirs by 20 or less; Bob Sherman beat John Connor by only 0.1 to win the 75-79 1 meter event. The evening included a gathering of 30 divers and significant others at the local D&B restaurant, where much of the days events were debated over adult refreshments and fine food.
Day 3
Today was the day for platform & synchro diving. This being an even year, the 49 and under crowd had the honor of diving first. Much of the morning stretching and complaining session gave way to a slow migration to the platform, where soon the person calling tower levels could be heard ruling the airwaves. Once things got going, some great dives were performed. Virgil performed his 5136 to perfection from the 7 meter, as John McGee did his 5136 as well from the 10 meter for 8’s. Chris Lightsey demonstrated his high-diving abilities by performing several multiple somersault and twisting feet first dives from the 10 meter. In the 50+ platform events, superb dives were done by Bob Sherman, Chuck Robison, and 81 year old Tom Hairabedian. There was a break in the action as all were treated to a clown diving exhibition between events; John Connor woke up the lifeguards with his Harry Houdini act, jumping off 3 meter and disappearing underwater in a laundry bag, appearing unscathed 20 seconds later. Brett Parker displayed a couple of different ways to empty a pool of water as he purposely landed flat as a pancake from both 3 and 10 meter.  For the synchro event, seemingly everyone paired up for the show, complete with creativity, perfection, ageless beauty, and a few hilarious flops. Masters Diving can’t get much better than this!
